$26 million | Capital Cost Savings:

» “By incorporating the overall recommendations of the County’s Criminal Justice
Coordinating Council, the county was able to build 208 fewer jail beds than its 2010 projected
needs by adding only 384 beds. By building 208 fewer beds a one-time construction savings
of $26 million was achieved.”
